In the sensors section, you should be able to do all except for the ADL3xx exercise (mainly because we do not have that sensor. It has been ordered.) There is one Ping sensor. We will do the memsic 2515 together in class to get practice looking at schematics.

Everything in the display section

You do not have to actually “do” all of the programs in the Examples in the Arduino program FILE >EXAMPLES, but you need to open all of them up and look at them and understand when someone might use that piece of code.
