SENIOR PROJECT OVERVIEW

The senior project is the culmination of your research interests and art works in Digital Media. Senior project and Digital Media Workshop helps you to develop a studio practice that you can take and use after you graduate. You will pick a topic and create an individual piece or series of related pieces over the duration of the semester and then plan an exhibition to show the work created during senior project at the end of spring semester.

In the your final semester, you take senior project concurrently with DIG4316C Digital Media Workshop. You work on your senior project and collaborative projects in Digital Media Workshop. Digital Media Workshop provides you with an opportunity for programmed reflection and group feedback. In addition to the critiques that are built into DIG4316C, you are also required to individually meet and discuss your project in progress with Katerie Gladdys, Jack Stenner and Max Becher at least twice during the semester (once before spring break and again after spring break) and then one more time at the end of the semester presenting your finished final project (total of three meetings). These meetings help you to better manage your time and create opportunities for in-depth individualized critique of your work.

At the beginning of spring semester, you must first fill out the senior project form that you get from Dana Meyer in Advising. On that form, you describe what you intend to do both conceptually and technically in a proposal of 500 words or more.  Pick a theme or a topic that you can commit to and sustain over the course of a semester. The experience of refining and reflecting upon an individual or related series of works over time is part of what it means to be a professional artist. The grade of the senior project as well as your grade in Digital Media Workshop are determined both by your process and the final work.
